• LEGO® League: Last winter, the Foundation and Motorola sponsored eight teams that 
competed in tournaments that tested their abilities to build robots out of LEGO bricks 
and program them to accomplish specific maneuvers and tasks. This year, they’re set to 
sponsor two more District 15 teams, bringing the total to 10.  
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• Read-O-Rama/Walk for Education: Also known as the Tech Trek, the Dance-A-Thon, 
and the Project-A-Thon, these annual school-sponsored events feature students 
teaming up to raise money for the Foundation. The Foundation has sponsored these 
events since 1995, and they’ve helped raise more than $750,000 for participating 
schools.
